Bottin (William Bottin, 1977) is a producer, DJ, and sound designer based in Venice, Italy. Raised on analog synths and music from Italian Giallos and horror movies Bottin’s brand of disco is something only an Italian could make.

He’s released two albums (Chill Reception, 2002 and I Love Me Vol. 1, 2004) for Italian label Irma Records. He has also worked as a producer and arranger for major Italian pop artists like Lucio Dalla, Donatella Rettore, Sergio Caputo and arranged a platinum-selling album by Chambao (Sony-BMG, Spain). 

As a nu-disco producer, Bottin’s releases include the seminal “Fondamente Nove” on Eskimo Records (2008) and “No Static” for U.S. label Italians Do It Better (2008). Bottin moved to the forefront of the Italo disco revival with his debut LP “Horror Disco” on Bearfunk Records, which garnered critical praise for its dashing display of all of Italo’s delights without the pastiche.

For 2010, Nang Records releases “Discoursvie Diversions,” the first of its New Masters series, which aims to push on-the-cusp DJs into the big leagues. Also out is a red vinyl re-edit of Lio’s “Sage Comme Une Image” on obscure Dutch label Artifact (already sold out). Coming soon is a remix of “Fly Like An Eagle” on Italians Do It Better.

With an exhaustive touring schedule from 2009, Bottin’s reputation as both producer and DJ is a steadily growing force to be reckoned with. His sets are an unpredictable journey into space disco, italo rarities, and deep funk. A reckless blend of retro-futuristic sounds and contemporary electronica that always sets the dance floor on fire.
